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IETF RFC 3261 : SIP invitations used to create Sessions carry session descriptions that allow
participants to agree on a set of compatible media types.SIP makes use of elements called proxy
servers to help route requests to the user's current location, authenticate and authorize users for
services, implement provider call-routing policies, and provide features to users. SIP also provides
a registration function that allows users to upload their current locations for use by proxy servers.
SIP runs on top of several different transport protocols.

IETF RFC 2719 : Architecture framework and functional requirements for transport of signaling
information over IP. The framework describes relationships between functional and physical
entities exchanging signaling information, such as Signaling Gateways and Media Gateway
Controllers. It identifies interfaces where signaling transport may be used and the functional and
performance requirements that apply from existing Switched Circuit Network (SCN) signaling
protocols.
